Kevin came to Stratmoor Hills after serving as the General Manager for
the Arkansas Groundwater User’s Association (now the Arkansas Groundwater
& Reservoir Association), which is headquartered in Pueblo. His last day in the
office was Friday, June 23rd.

During his tenure, Mr. Niles kept the District moving forward in a number of
ways, managing changes both in the field and administratively. His most
significant accomplishment was overseeing the construction of the Water
District’s new water treatment plant, specifically designed to remove the
Perfluorinated Compounds (PFC’s) that had been previously identified in the

Widefield Aquifer.
